Some Thoughts About Copyright and 
‘Fair Use’ 

In taking the reigns of the CLE newsletter, I 
contemplated the use of copyrighted material in 
our publication.  My first concern was the 
legality of reprinting articles. I also struggled 
with was the ethics of reprinting of other’s 
works without permission. 

I must admit that I’m a little disturbed about the 
ethical issues surrounding distribution of others 
works without permission.  Unfortunately, what 
is legal and what is ethical is sometimes two 
different things.  In a perfect world, the two 
would legaity and ethics would be congruent; 
therefore, I’m conflicted when it comes to 
reprinting articles in a newsletter.  I won’t argue 
the ethics though—to each her own. 

So what does the copyright law say about 
printing articles as it pertains to us?  I did a little 
research to satify my curiosity and to better 
understand the legality of the issue. 

The copyright laws pertaining our situation are 
in Title 17 of the United States Code section 
107, which is also know as ‘Fair use’.  It reads 
as follows: 

the fair use of a copyrighted work, 
including such use by reproduction in 
copies or phonorecords or by any other 
means specified by that section [section 
106 and 106a], for purposes such as 
criticism, comment, news reporting, 
teaching (including multiple copies for 
classroom use), scholarship, or research, 
is not an infringement of copyright. In 
determining whether the use made of a 
work in any particular case is a fair use 
the factors to be considered shall 
include— 

(1) the purpose and character of the use, 
including whether such use is of a 
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commercial nature or is for nonprofit 
educational purposes; 

(2) the nature of the copyrighted work; 

(3) the amount and substantiality of the 
portion used in relation to the 
copyrighted work as a whole; and 

(4) the effect of the use upon the 
potential market for or value of the 
copyrighted work. 

I can’t say through litigation process, how ‘fair 
use’ has been accepted or hindered, but to my 
eyes, it appears that we can reprint articles of 
interest to the group in the newsletter.  I think 
the main points in favor of reprinting is that we 
are doing it as a nonprofit organization for 
scholarship and research purposes.  Unfortu-
nately, I’m certain that arguments to the 
contrary can be made. 

'Idol' Judges' Comments Stir Response 
From GLAAD

NEW YORK, Jan. 23 -- Fox's "American Idol" 
drew an objection from the Gay & Lesbian 
Alliance Against Defamation (GLAAD) after 
judges Simon Cowell and Randy Jackson made 
what the gay rights group deemed questionable 
comments on last week's season premiere 
episode. 

On last Tuesday's show, seen by a Nielsen-
chart-topping 35.5 million viewers, Cowell told 
one male contestant to "wear a dress" and 
Jackson asked another, "Are you a girl?" 

Damon Romine, a spokesman for GLAAD, said 
in a statement posted on the group's Web site 
that "the real offense here was in the producer's 
decision to add insult to injury by turning a 
contestant's gender expression into the butt of a 
joke." 

On Monday Romine updated the situation with 
another statement: "We've spoken with Fox and 
have entered into what we hope will be a 
productive, ongoing conversation about the 
show's representation and discussion of sexual 
orientation and gender expression." 

A spokesman for "American Idol" said Monday 
that Fox had no comment. 

The popular Fox show, now in its fifth season, 
airs Tuesdays at 8 p.m.
